A COVENANT AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE

 GEORGIA BAPTIST CONVENTION AND THE CHURCH PLANTER

The Georgia Baptist Convention agrees to:

1. Provide Church Pastoral Assistance and additional funding and resources as needed and available (i.e. land grants, project and start-up funds, modular chapels, loans).

2. Provide consultation services as needed (i.e. site selection, building programs, strategy planning, leadership development).

3. Provide trained mentor and a Church Planter Network if available.

4. Provide scholarships to conferences as needed.

5. Provide demographic data to identify target groups in the field of service.

6. Support, encourage and pray for the new work.

The Church Planter agrees to:

1. Lead the church to invest in missions through the Cooperative Program and through the local association (10% to Cooperative Program, suggested 3% to Association).

2. Complete the Assessment process successfully.  Attend the Church Planter Basic Training within the first year on the field.

3. Attend the annual Church Growth Church Planting Conference.

4. Complete and return the church planter monthly report.

5. Maintain open and honest communication with the regional Church Starter Strategist in regard to goals, evangelism strategies, and other matters related to the new work.

6. Provide relevant worship and ministries that meet the needs of the target audience.

7. Become involved in a mentoring relationship and Church Planter Network if available.
